Home Hospitality: Maximum of three days before or after the Jamboree will be arranged for  
overseas participants who are interested to extend their stay in Sri Lanka  
on request.

Highlights: include Horse riding, Archery, Water Activities) Youth Forum, Friendship  

programme, Camp Fires, APR village, Sight Seeing to places of World  
Heritage sites such as Sigiriya, Anuradhapura, Polonnaruwa Kandy and  
cultural presentations by contingents.
