It is our pleasure to inform you that the APR Scout Foundation has grown to US$1.2 million since its
establishment.  As a result, the Foundation has been able to fund three community development
projects in Bangladesh, Philippines and India. As of today, there are 447 APR Scout Foundation
members in different categories. These were achieved through the promotional efforts of NSOs and
individual leaders.

To expand our support to NSOs seeking grants for similar projects, the APR Foundation Management
Committee, Finance Sub-Committee and the APR Scout Committee which met in Jakarta had devised
promotional strategies for the APR Foundation.
