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GIFTS FOR PEACE PROGRESS UPDATE

Gifts for Peace at the 37th World Scout Conference.

I am pleased to report that over seventy National Scout Organizations announced their plans for
their Gifts for Peace at the 37th World Scout Conference in Tunisia.

The projects are of a very high standard and deal with a wide range of social issues, for example:
bullying; the re-education of former child soldiers; child labour; disabilities; marginalised groups;
religious intolerance; street violence and gangs; promoting a culture of peace conflict resolution
and mediation through non-violent means; tackling illiteracy; breaking down barriers where
communities are divided; promoting tolerance, respect and understanding in Scouts at all levels;
and working in support of human rights.

If your National Scout Organization has still not developed a Gifts for Peace project, we would
urge you to start working now so that you will still be able to make an impact in 2006-2007.
Remember that the Gifts for Peace projects do not necessarily need to be new projects, nor
should they impose great financial or logistical implications - the objective is to make a difference
in your community, tackling local issues through good Scout projects.

Gifts for Peace is a really important and exciting initiative as Scouting moves towards its second
century. It has the potential to make a difference to the lives of young people and to local
communities. If a strategic approach is taken, Gifts for Peace can help Scout associations to
strengthen and grow.

Support for the Gifts for Peace.

i. ScoutPAX:

The ScoutPAX planning and activity resource can help Scouts and their leaders at all levels of the
Movement to plan and develop a Gift for Peace. It contains information, planning guides,
activities, web-links, stories from National Scout Organizations and examples of projects for
Scouts of all ages.

ScoutPAX is available now online at www.scout.org/scoutpax in English and French. A CD-ROM
of this resource will be sent in the next Scoutpak to all NSOs. The resource will be translated into
Spanish and Arabic and printed copies will be available in the near future for NSOs with limited
access to computers.

We hope that you will promote ScoutPAX and encourage Scouts to use it at local and national
level. Leaders can identify and use the parts that are useful to their community and projects,
translate relevant sections into local languages, distribute copies of the kit to other leaders and
navigate and explore the links.

iii. Financial Support:

Funding has been identified to support a certain number of Gifts for Peace projects in National
Scout Organizations. This support has been generously donated by the King of Saudi Arabia and
will support projects which meet the following criteria:

1. The projects support one of the three areas of the Gifts for Peace:
1. Managing conflict without violence.
Peace and conflict resolution, including problem solving, negotiation and mediation skills, anger
management.
2. Challenging prejudice.
Identifying and challenging prejudices and stereotypes, for example: racism, religious intolerance,
bullying and gender.
3. Encouraging greater solidarity.

Solidarity with underprivileged groups, for example: refugees, internally displaced people, asylum
seekers, street children and ethnic minority groups.

2. The projects represent the different regions.
3. The projects focus on working with the adolescent/young adult age-group.

4. The projects present opportunities to gain a deeper insight into the development of the project,
its methodology and results and provide photographs and stories to be shared with others.

Proposals should be received by the end of March.
